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1. Activities reflecting the goals and objectives of the institution:


Sri Ramakrishna mission Vidyalaya was founded by Dr.T.S.Avinashilingam, a known politician and educationalist, in the year 1930.  Sri Ramakrishna Mission Vidyalaya College of Arts and Science (1964) is one of the institutions of Vidyalaya which stands for the ideals and thoughts of Sri Ramakrishna, Swami Vivekananda, Holy Mother Saradha Devi and Mahatma Gandhi.  Hence the goals and objectives of the institution are the blend of the ideologies of all these great people.  The campus is situated at a serene and peaceful locality which kindles the spirit of motivation for a peaceful academic pursuit to achieve the aspired zenith.  The college is in its twenty sixth year of autonomy.
